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“%Sts. Joan of Arc & Patrick School Dress Code

Sts Joan of Arc & Patrick School views the education and formation of its students as its most
important task. All aspects of school life must support this task. Therefore, the school requires
students to dress in a manner that contributes to the creation of a Catholic-Christian learning
environment. Our dress code helps create an atmosphere that builds on personal discipline and
equality. The Sts. Joan of Arc & Patrick School Dress Code also allows our students to be
recognized as members of our community who actively demonstrate the values inherent in our
school mission. Students are expected to conduct themselves as ambassadors representing Sts.
Joan of Arc & Patrick School. Therefore, the following dress code will be enforced.

Guidelines
¢ The only acceptable insignia on any clothing items is the Sts. Joan of Arc & Patrick
School insignia.

¢ All clothing is to be free of holes, rips, and major stains.

¢ Shirts must remain tucked in at Church, in the classroom and on field trips.

% Coats, hats, and non-uniform sweatshirts or sweaters are not to be worn in Church or the
classroom. If a student is cold, he/she should wear the appropriate sweater or sweatshirt.

+¢ Navy blue is defined as dark blue. Examples of acceptable red are American flag
red, tomato red. Maroon, burnt orange and reds with a brown tone are not
acceptable.

¢ Enforcement of the dress code is managed by the principal and teachers. Parents will be
contacted to bring appropriate clothing if a student’s attire violates the dress code policy.
Any questions or concerns about the dress code policy will be addressed by the principal.

Boys
Shorts: Navy, dress walking short or corduroy with no accents. If pockets, inset and rear
pockets only with no accents. No flap pockets or cargo shorts are permitted.
Length must be no shorter than 4 inches above the knees.
Must be worn at the waist. No jeans, tight or excessively loose fitting items.
Slacks: Navy dress twill or corduroy with no accents. If pockets, inset and rear pockets
only with no accents. No flap pockets or cargo pants. No tight or excessively
loose fitting items. Must be worn at the waist. No jeans or sweatpants
Shirt: White or red knit polo shirt with collar and buttons. No insignia or
monogramming(long or short sleeve) White or red turtleneck or mock turtleneck
shirt. No insignia or monogram. White oxford dress shirt. No insignia or
monogram. Shirt must remain tucked in even when arms are raised.
Sweater: Navy or red cardigan or crew neck sweater. No insignia or monogram. Plain

navy v-neck sweater vest

Sweatshirt: Plain navy or the navy “Sts. Joan of Arc & Patrick School” sweatshirt.

Socks: White or navy socks. No insignia. NO FOOTIES.
Shoes: No shoes without backs. Sandals must have back strap and be worn with socks.
Jewelry: Watches and appropriate items only. No earrings.

Belt: Solid color (navy, black or brown).



Girls
Shorts:

Navy, or Hamilton Plaid dress walking short or corduroy with no accents. If
pockets, inset and rear pockets only with no accents. No flap pockets or cargo
shorts are permitted. Length must be no shorter than 4 inches above the knees.
Must be worn at the waist. No jeans, tight or excessively loose fitting items.

Skort or skirt: Hamilton plaid or solid navy blue with no visible zipper or metallic accents.

White or red knit polo shirt with collar and buttons. White blouse with round or
pointed collar (Peter Pan). No insignia (long or short sleeve) White or red
turtleneck or mock turtleneck shirt. White oxford dress shirt. No insignia. Shirt

must remain tucked in even when arms are raised. No capped sleeves. No
colored accents.

White, Navy or red cardigan or crew neck sweater. No hood, insignia or
monogram. Plain navy v-neck sweater vest

Plain navy or the navy “Sts. Joan of Arc & Patrick School” sweatshirt
Hamilton plaid or navy blue.

White or navy socks. White or navy tights. White or navy knee socks. No
insignia. NO FOOTIES

No shoes without backs. Sandals must have back strap and be worn with socks.
Tennis shoes must be worn for physical education class. No more than 1 inch
heel on shoe.

Watches and appropriate items only. Stud earrings only.
